Debates about education will never end. Some people consider our educational system to be
close to perfect; others say that it is too hard and that it is unnecessary to study all the school
subjects.

In Russian schools children have to study about 15—17 subjects — not more and not less, as
they are required. Very rarely do schools have in the schedule special or professional subjects. In
the United States, drama, journalism and photography are as important as chemistry and history.
Tn our schools the curriculum is strict. In the USA you can choose what t0 study; but
government, history, English and math are compulsory. There are also a number of subjects, like
geography, chemistry, physics, biology and computer classes, that you have to take during a year
or a half-a-year during your high school years. You can also take one of these subjects at an
advanced level.
